If healing is for one, it’s for everyone.
Isaiah 53:4-5  Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. KJV

Does Isaiah say He is going to carry our griefs and Sorrows?
    
Matthew 8:16-17 16 When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick: 17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. KJV

Jesus healed based on the promise that He (Jesus) would carry the sicknesss and disease of mankind in His own body on the tree. (cross)
    
1 Peter 2:24 Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed. KJV

After you have released your faith for your healing or any other covenant provision you still may have a fight.

Mark 4:14-  When the Word is sown the enemy will try to take the Word from you.

You plant the Word by confessing it; the enemy will try to cause you to stop confessing it.
Luke 17:5-6 “If you had faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye might say” 

Mark 11:22-25

Keep saying what the Word says or say nothing at all.

Give only the attention that wisdom dictates to the enemy. Don’t let him steal your time or attention. Give your attention to the Word of God and the instructions of the Holy Spirit.
