Soul NT:5590 "The language of Hebrews 4:12 suggests the extreme difficulty of distinguishing between the soul and the spirit, alike in their nature and in their activities. Generally speaking the spirit is the higher, the soul the lower element. The spirit may be recognized as the life principle bestowed on man by God, the soul as the resulting life constituted in the individual, the body being the material organism animated by soul and spirit.... (Vines)

Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. NKJV

Luke 21:19 By your patience possess your souls. NKJV

Matthew 11:28-30 28 Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.  29 Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.  30 For My yoke is easy and My burden is light." NKJV

Heart NT:2588 ‎kardia (kar-dee'-ah); prolonged from a primary kar (Latin, cor, "heart"); the heart, i.e. (figuratively) the thoughts or feelings (mind); also (by analogy) the middle: (Strongs) 

James 1:21 Therefore lay aside all filthiness and overflow of wickedness, and receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls. NKJV

Implanted NT:1721 emphutos (‎e&mfuto$‎, NT:1721), "implanted," or "rooted" (from emphuo, "to implant"), is used in James 1:21, RV, "implanted," for KJV, "engrafted," of the Word of God, as the "rooted word," i. e., a word whose property it is to root itself like a seed in the heart. (Vines)

Hebrews 6:19-20 19 This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence behind the veil, 20 where the forerunner has entered for us, even Jesus, having become High Priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek. NKJV

Proverbs 13:4 The soul of a lazy man desires, and has nothing; But the soul of the diligent shall be made rich. NKJV

Proverbs 22:5 Thorns and snares are in the way of the perverse; He who guards his soul will be far from them. NKJV
