2 Tim 3:1- KJV
8. Unholy= no reverence, nothing is off limits, nothing revered
2 Tim 2:20-21 AMP20 But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver, but also [utensils] of wood and earthenware, and some for honorable and noble [use] and some for menial and ignoble [use]. 21 So whoever cleanses himself [from what is ignoble and unclean, who separates himself from contact with contaminating and corrupting influences] will [then himself] be a vessel set apart and useful for honorable and noble purposes, consecrated and profitable to the Master, fit and ready for any good work. 
9. Without Natural affection= twisted love of family, calloused, or no love of family therefore the definition of family has changed.     
Rom 1:26-32 NIV26 Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones. 27 In the same way the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were inflamed with lust for one another. Men committed indecent acts with other men, and received in themselves the due penalty for their perversion. 28 Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done. 29 They have become filled with every kind of wickedness, evil, greed and depravity. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit and malice. They are gossips, 30 slanderers, God-haters, insolent, arrogant and boastful; they invent ways of doing evil; they disobey their parents; 31 they are senseless, faithless, heartless, ruthless. 32 Although they know God's righteous decree that those who do such things deserve death, they not only continue to do these very things but also approve of those who practice them. 

10. Trucebreakers= untrue to one’s promise, can’t be persuaded to enter into an agreement or covenant, implacable   
Deut 23:23 Message 23 If you say you're going to do something, do it. Keep the vow you willingly vowed to GOD, your God. You promised it, so do it. 

11. False accusers= People not afraid to accuse falsely 
Prov 12:17-19 AMP17 He who breathes out truth shows forth righteousness (uprightness and right standing with God), but a false witness utters deceit. 18 There are those who speak rashly, like the piercing of a sword, but the tongue of the wise brings healing. 
19 Truthful lips shall be established forever, but a lying tongue is [credited] but for a moment. 

12. Incontinent= can’t say no, unmanageable, powerless over themselves, no self-control  
Gal 5:22-24 AMP22 But the fruit of the [Holy] Spirit [the work which His presence within accomplishes] is love, joy (gladness), peace, patience (an even temper, forbearance), kindness, goodness (benevolence), faithfulness, 23 Gentleness (meekness, humility), self-control (self-restraint, continence). Against such things there is no law [z that can bring a charge]. 24 And those who belong to Christ Jesus (the Messiah) have crucified the flesh (the godless human nature) with its passions and appetites and desires. 

13. Fierce= uncivilized, harsh, cruel
Col 3:12-14 NIV12 Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. 

14. Despisers of those who are good= no love for good things, opposed to goodness and good men
Isa 5:20-23 KJV20 Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!21 Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and prudent in their own sight!22 Woe unto them that are mighty to drink wine, and men of strength to mingle strong drink:23 Which justify the wicked for reward, and take away the righteousness of the righteous from him!

15. Traitors- unfaithfulness, one who abandons the ship during times of trouble 
John 15:12-13 KJV12 This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you.13 Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.

16. HEADY= impulsive, reckless, headstrong, hasty decisions    
Prov 19:2-3 NIV 2 It is not good to have zeal without knowledge,nor to be hasty and miss the way. 3 A man's own folly ruins his life,yet his heart rages against the LORD. 

17. High minded= self-delusion, inflate with self-conceit    
Rom 12:3-4 NIV3 For by the grace given me I say to every one of you: Do not think of yourself more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with the measure of faith God has given you. 4

18. Lovers of Pleasures more than lovers of God= this doesn’t say they don’t love God…they just love pleasures more 
 Ps 16:11 KJV11 Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore. 
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
